Bruce Walte writes, "Since 'righteousness' refers to the moral 
quality that establishes right order and 'justice' refers to the 
moral quality that restores that order when disturbed, they 
frequently occur together.”

3) If dishonest scales and moving boundary markers are 
examples of unjust behaviours in the times of Proverbs, 
what would be some examples today? 

4) If greed and discontentedness motivated those behaviours, 
what motivates the examples of unjust behaviours today?
